When the blossoms are wide open clip them off and soak in water overnight. Strain the blossoms off and use 51bs
(2.5kg) per 60 Gallons (300 Litres) of water. This can be added to nutritional sprays.

Sometimes you have to spray twice, because all blossoms do not open at the same time. This will set 300 - 400%

more blossoms. Generally there is not enough pollen to go around.

SICK PLANT SPRAY
Take the leaves from 5 healthy plants and soak in water for 5 days. The strain and use the liquid as a spray on the sick
plant. Tt will feed the sick plant sufficienty and the insects will leave the plant.

A spray made from the juice of healthy plants also makes a very good nutrient spray.
